EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR UPDATE
· Erica Fields provided the Board an update on the HRC Strategic Planning:
· The Commission with have a retreat in January where the HRC will be a focal point of discussion.  The two critical issues that they are hoping to have discussion on are Business and Technical Assistance and PEP, and 2) Community Police Relations and what they will look like moving forward.  
· Dr. Burris has offered to talk with staff and that is scheduled for November 15th from 9:00 to 3:00 and the Board is invited and we hope that will help as we are doing our specific strategic planning the Board can work with Brian.  In the past we have used the Barry Center but if anyone has any suggestions we are open to that.  Paul asked if there was any specific time for the Board to be there and Erica responded that when we craft the agenda we will send out the Board with the times on it.

· Erica asked Ariel if they had any details about the Commission’s retreat and she stated that they will not be planning anything until after the election. 

· Erica will send the strategic planning agenda for the 15th and again what makes sense for the Board’s involvement and when she gets information on the Commission retreat she will share that as well.

· Jared gave a presentation on the Proposal for Greater Dayton Safety Planning Commission
· This is a public health approach to gun violence.
· The HRC has been working with a variety of partners from Montgomery County.
· We are hoping to get letters of commitment because this is beyond the City and the City’s responsibility and we are looking for a more holistic approach when addressing the issues of gun violence and cause.

· We are looking for the Board’s feedback and suggestions as we develop this proposal and get buy in from organizations from across the County.    
· We invited as many people that we could initially think of to come to the table to be a part of this effort.  To give a little bit of background; we got a planning grant earlier this year.  It was designed to create the Greater Dayton Homicide Review Commission. We took this opportunity to design something that works a lot better for our community so what we came up with is different than what we proposed.
· After speaking to the community and doing research we decided to take a more innovative approach of addressing violence as a public health issue.

· Since 2012 we have been administering CIRGV and it was multi-jurisdictional effort.  We found that specific model perhaps worked for a while but we really couldn’t tell whether or not it had a direct impact on the prevalence of gun violence.

· In line with the HRC’s mission in regard to creating neighborhoods that safe and inclusive for all residents no matter where they live, especially in those that are disproportionately impacted by gun violence we need to be looking at it from that perspective, so just addressing gun violence by putting a bandage on it doesn’t get to the real issues that we’re looking at.
